=  On the Mornington Peninsula Freeway take the Red Hill / C787 exit
= Continue along the Nepean Highway for 4.0km

= Turn left at White Hill Road / C787

* Continue up White Hill for 5km

= At the T-junction turn right on to Arthurs Seat Road / C787

= Continue on Arthurs Seat Road for 1km

= At the school turn left on to Mornington Flinders Road / C787

= Continue on Mornington Flinders Road for 3.3km

Sorrento Back (Ocean)Beach (hazard rating 6/10)

A popular summer beach, however beware of the rips, rocks and reefs.

Rye Ocean Beach (hazard rating 8/10)
The rips at this surf beach can make it unsafe for swimming!
